Report emergencies by desk phone, two-way radio,
or through a Boeing site representative. Cell phone
coverage is limited.

Extreme fire conditions are common in the dry season.
Absolutely no smoking or open flame is allowed. Do
not drive or park on tall grass or brush. If you see or
smell smoke, report it and go directly to the emergency
evacuation area.

Read and obey all signs. Stay out of restricted areas,
unless authorized.

Drive carefully and obey traffic signs and speed limits.
Steep, narrow dirt roads and blind corners exist. Slow-
moving vehicles and heavy equipment are common and
4-wheel drive is required in some areas.

Beware of abundant wildlife, such as rattlesnakes,
mountain lions, coyotes, bees, ticks, and spiders. Use
insect repellant if you are particularly sensitive to insect
bites. Certain visitors who enter brush areas will be
provided with snake gaiters.

Poisonous plants are prevalent. Avoid poison oak and
stinging nettle.
